
Overnight Canine Hikes

Pawprints on the Sand
Cape Henlopen State Park (trail time - 2 hours + beach time)

William Penn designated Cape Henlopen would be for “the usage of the citizens” in 1682 - making it one of 
America’s first parks. We will explore the park’s interpretive trails as we take the dogs across dunes and through 
maritime forests. These are natural surface trails and the 1.8-mile Beach Loop Trail travels completely on sand. 
The Great Dune at Cape Henlopen is piled 80-feet high and is 
the highest dune on the Atlantic Coast between Cape Cod 
and Cape Hatteras.

James Farm Ecological Preserve (trail time - 2 hours + 
beach time)
A patchwork of color-coded trails push through a maritime 
forest on the way to a small sandy Indian River Bay beach on 
Pasture Point Cove. Dogs will love the silky soft sands and 
gentle waters of the bay. With its shallow waters your dog will 
be able to walk hundreds of yards into the water. Your dog will 
also appreciate the wide, paw-friendly trails at this little-known 
gem of a destination for dog owners.

Dewey Beach (beach time)

High on anyone’s list of “dog-friendliest beaches.”
